Salt, Leaven and Light  is for practicing Catholics 

(18+) from the Archdiocese of Glasgow who have a 

real desire to undertake practical evangelisation and 

outreach initiatives in their parish community setting. 

The course consists of an initial retreat followed 

by seven monthly workshop sessions (November 

2024 – June 2025). The course is rooted in prayer and 

scripture and each session includes input on church 

teaching, practical skill development, peer learning 

and small group discussion. Over the duration of the 

course, participants will be supported to design and 

begin a practical evangelisation initiative in their 

parish community; these projects will be flexibly 

designed by participants to suit their unique gifts and 

parish needs.
